SIMPLIFIED ACQUISITION PROCEDURES (SAP)

1. DATE CHARTERED: 11 March 2004

2. BACKGROUND:  The 45 CONS Acquisition Center of Excellence (ACE) was established to provide an acquisition resource center.  Simplified Acquisition Procedures (SAP) is just one of the ACE subject areas established to provide quick access to SAP information, tools and training.  It is one contracting method used to acquire supplies and services, including construction, research and development, and commercial items, the aggregate amount of which does not exceed $100,000.  Subpart 15.5 provides special authority for acquisition of commercial items exceeding $100,000 but not exceeding $5,000,000 including options.

3. MISSION:  Provide SAP support through the ACE to assist our acquisition personnel and customers in understanding the requirements of SAP and FAR Part 13 – Simplified Acquisition Procedures.  The ACE website is a useful source of information on SAP.  Research tools, guides, sources and training are available through the ACE in support of the 45 CONS contracting mission.  

4. AUTHORITY:  The 45 CONS SAP ACE has the authority to:  plan, develop, and schedule training; provide information on the SAP requirements in accordance with the FAR Part 13 requirements, guides and handbooks.

5. RESPONSIBILITIES:  The 45 CONS SAP Team shall:

a. Develop and implement a SAP training program. 

b. Advise the multi-functional teams on performing market research for SAP acquisitions over $100,000 to ensure compliance with the intent of FAR Part 10 – Market Research.
