TRAINING INFORMATION

Hazardous Material (HAZMAT)— The term HAZMAT includes all items (including medical supply items) covered under the Emergency Planning and Community Right-to-Know Act Toxic Release Inventory (EPCRA TRI) reporting requirement, the OSHA Hazard Communication Standard, all Class I and Class II Ozone Depleting Substances (ODS), and materials which can reasonably be anticipated to generate a hazardous waste.  It does not include munitions.

This includes any item or chemical which is a “health hazard” or “physical hazard” as defined by OSHA in 29 CFR 1910.1200, which includes the following:

· chemicals which are carcinogens, toxic or highly toxic agents, reproductive toxins, irritants, corrosives, sensitizers, hepatotoxins, nephrotoxins, neurotoxins, agents which act on the hematopoietic system, and agents which damage the lungs, skin, eyes, or mucous membranes;

· chemicals which are combustible liquids, compressed gases, explosives, flammable liquids, flammable solids, organic peroxides, oxidizers, pyrophorics, unstable (reactive) or water reactive; and

· chemicals which in the course of normal handling, use, or storage operations may produce or release dusts, gases, fumes, vapors, mists, or smoke which may have any of the above characteristics.

It also includes any item or chemical which is reportable or potentially reportable or notifiable as inventory under the reporting requirements of the Hazardous Chemical Reporting (40 C.F.R. Part 370), or as an environmental release under the reporting requirements of the Toxic Chemical Release Reporting:  Community Right to Know (40 C.F.R. Part 372), which includes the following:

chemicals with special characteristics which in the opinion of the manufacturer can cause harm to people, plants, or animals when released by spilling, leaking, pumping, pouring, emitting, emptying, discharging, injecting, escaping, leaching, dumping, or disposing into the environment (including the abandonment or discarding of barrels, containers, and other receptacles).

Hazardous Material Management Process (HMMP)—A standard methodology used to manage the procurement and use of HAZMAT to support Air Force missions, ensure the safety and health of personnel and surrounding communities, and minimize Air Force dependence on HAZMAT.  The HMMP is composed of four co-dependent programs: the HAZMAT Pharmacy Program (HPP), the Weapon System Hazardous Material (HAZMAT) Program (WSHP), and the ODS Program (ODSP).

Hazardous Material Management Process (HMMP) teams—At each level (HQ USAF, MAJCOM, and installations) the Environmental Protection Committee (EPC) or Environmental, Safety, and Occupational Health Committee (ESOHC) chair will establish a cross-functional HMMP team.  The HMMP team will be led by civil engineering (CE) and will report to the EPC or ESOHC chair.  The HMMP team will include, but is not limited to, representatives from CE , LG (representing supply, maintenance, transportation, and contracting), surgeon general (SG), and safety (SE). Other functional representatives such as legal, finance, requirements, public affairs, and tenant organizations are encouraged to be members of the HMMP team.

Hazardous Material Pharmacy Program (HPP)—An Air Force standardized program for authorizing, procuring, issuing, tracking, and disposing of HAZMAT.  {Possibly changing name to the Hazardous Material Pharmacy (HMP) program.}

HazMart—The facility or location staffed by LG personnel  (organic or contract) that serves as the physical hub of the HAZMAT Pharmacy Program (HPP).  The HAZMART responsibilities include the receipt and entry of data on Government-wide Purchase Card purchases of HAZMAT and the receipt and entry of data on contractor usage of HAZMAT.

Medical Supply Items—Those items purchased through the Medical Dental Division of the Air Force Working Capital Fund as required in AFMAN 23-110, Air Force Medical Material Management System-General. Owner of Requirement to use HAZMAT—The person or office establishing the requirement to use HAZMAT or ODS in a process, e.g., a weapon system SM responsible for a Technical Order calling for the use of HAZMAT is the owner of the requirement.

Ozone Depleting Substance (ODS)—Refers to Class I and Class II ODS as defined by the Montreal Protocol on Substances that Deplete the Ozone Layer.

Partially Decentralized Operation—The operating concept of the HPP.  It consists of a separate facility or location, known as HazMart, that serves as the focal point for the HAZMAT Pharmacy Program; with the other HPP activities (bioenvironmental engineering, civil engineering, safety, contracting, maintenance, and satellite HazMarts) operating from their own organizations.

Process—As used when filling out AF Form 3952, refers to a task broken down in order to identify how a particular HAZMAT is used.  For example, a painting task may include a series of processes such as cleaning, priming, and then painting.  Because each of these processes requires a separate HAZMAT, three AF Forms 3952 are required.  Cleaning a turbine blade may be a process that requires only one HAZMAT, therefore only one AF Form 3952 would be required.  All uses of HAZMAT on installations must be related to a defined process.

Process Specific Authorization—One of the two types of SG, SE, or CE approvals to authorize the use of a given HAZMAT.  The process specific authorization applies only to a particular process and sets usage amounts.

HazMart Functions -  All installation HazMarts must, for the installation organizations they support,:

Manage the receipt, storage, issue, inspection, and distribution of HAZMAT.

Ensure that all requests for HAZMAT managed by the HazMart are before issue.

Collect and track contractor-reported HAZMAT usage data, IAW AFFARS 5323.302.

Collect and track Government-wide Purchase Card HAZMAT purchases.

Enter HAZMAT transactions into the DESCIM-approved tracking system.  This includes, but is not limited to, Government-wide Purchase Card, contractor purchased/used, and contracting purchased transactions.

Check the installation free-issue, reuse, and redistribution program for HAZMAT as the preferred HAZMAT source.

Work with customers and suppliers to ensure HAZMATs are purchased in practical quantities to minimize waste, handling, and storage costs.

Use the Class I ODS Requisition SAO Approval process described in paragraph 4.4. to requisition Class I ODS.

Use bar-coding, or the HMMP team approved alternative procedures, on all HAZMAT that the HMMP team has determined requires tracking.

Perform quality control functions to ensure items are properly identified as HAZMAT to prevent inadvertent procurement or issue transactions for unauthorized materials.  Immediately identify any suspect or potential HAZMAT to the HMMP team.

Work with the Time Compliance Technical Orders (TCTO) monitor or the Time Change monitor to ensure all HAZMAT contained in TCTO kits is properly identified and controlled.

Maintain and update the HazMart-specific, supply-specific and contractual specific (for contractor operated facilities) HAZMAT data fields in the DESCIM-approved tracking system .

Assist users in identifying HAZMAT stock numbers and/or part numbers, and finding appropriate MSDS.

Submit required changes for the DESCIM-approved tracking system to the HMMP team.
