Technical direction is defined as that process by which the Contractor receives guidance and approvals in their technical effort as it relates to an element of work or task solely within the existing requirements of the contract as a result of technical review of the Contractor’s work by 45th SW personnel.

(b)  Notwithstanding any of the terms contained herein or elsewhere in this contract, 45 SW personnel are not authorized to direct the Contractor in any manner changing the requirements of the contract.  The Contracting Officer shall be the only individual authorized to redirect the effort or in any way amend any of the terms of this contract.  Such redirection or amendment of contract terms shall be accomplished by issuance of change orders or supplemental agreements to this contract signed by the Contracting Officer.  In any event, if the contractor believes technical direction given involves a change in contractual requirements which increases or decreases the estimated cost of the contract, they will immediately notify the Contracting Officer pursuant to FAR 52.243-2, “Changes—Cost Reimbursement,” incorporated by reference in Section I of this contract.

(c)  Notwithstanding, the technical direction allowed above, all management, administrative, and technical direction; i.e., test directives and task orders, will flow through the person(s) designated in writing by the Contracting Officer.  The person(s) designated by the Contracting Officer for processing task orders, task directives and other statement of work requirements is not to be construed as prohibiting daily contact with 45th SW technical personnel for the purpose of accomplishing tasks which have been processed through the person(s) designated in writing by the Contracting Officer.
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
